J.B. Priestley’s seminal 1945 play, An Inspector Calls, will open at the Everyman Palace Theatre on 31st October. Directed by Michael Twomey, this Everyman Theatre production will bring one of the most compelling and classic plays back to an Irish stage for the first time in many years.

Set in 1912, An Inspector Calls is a psychological thriller. The mysterious Inspector Goole calls unexpectedly on the prosperous Birling family during his investigation of a young womans’ suicide. His startling revelations not only shatter the very foundations of their lives, but challenge us all to examine our consciences. 

What at first sight appears to be a conventional detective thriller develops into a sharp critique of postwar society. Written just before the Second World War and set in the lead up to the First, the play is a metaphor for our failure to accept our responsibilities for others.
Formed in 1963, Everyman Theatre was formed with the aim of bringing the best of world theatre to Cork audiences. In its 44 year life, the company has produced more excellent plays than are possible to mention. Several people went on from Everyman Theatre to distinguished theatrical careers including Tony Award winning designer Bob Crowley and actress Fiona Shaw. Everyman Theatre is delighted to return to the Palace with An Inspector Calls.
