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ED HARRIS AND ANNA MANAHAN UP FOR MAJOR NEW YORK THEATRE AWARD

BOTH ACTORS NOMINATED FOR OUTSTANDING SOLO PERFORMANCE

CORKS’ EVERYMAN PALACE THEATRE HOSTED WORLD PREMIERES OF BOTH PLAYS IN 2005

Nominations for the 52nd Annual Drama Desk Awards were announced on April 26th in New York. Among the nominees for Outstanding Solo Performance were Ed Harris in Wrecks by Neil LaBute and produced by Everyman Palace Theatre, and Anna Manahan in Sisters by Declan Hassett. Both plays had their World Premieres in Cork’s Everyman Palace Theatre in 2005
Declan Hassett, who wrote Sisters especially for Anna Manahan said ‘ for these two outstanding actors to have opened both plays right here in Cork, is something to be very proud of’. Pat Talbot, Artistic Director of the Everyman Palace Theatre echoed Hassett’s pride, saying ‘ these nominations show that the Everyman Palace Theatre has made an important impact on theatrical events in New York.’ 

Sisters, which opened in Cork in February 2005, opened in New York in 2006 after an extensive Irish tour and dates in Edinburgh, London, Colerado and New Orleans. Wrecks transferred directly from the Everyman Palace Theatre to New Yorks Public Theatre for a six week sell out run. 

In another Cork connection in this year’s Drama Desk Awards, designer Bob Crowley was nominated for his design of Mary Poppins and The Coast of Utopia, starring Billy Crudup. The Cork born and Crawford College trained set designer has lived and worked in New York for many years. 

The awards are to be presented in a cermony on May 20th
