Born in Washington, Eva Cassidy is probably the greatest songwriter never to have 
seen her own success. After spending most of her life singing and performing, she 

died of cancer at just 33 years old. By the time of her death, she was unknown 

outside Washington but within four years, BBC’s Terry Wogan discovered and 
promoted her haunting interpretation of Somewhere Over the Rainbow, which 

went on to top charts and win fans all over the globe. 

 
During Faye Tozer’s six years with STEPS, the group had over 18 top ten hits and 

four multi platinum albums, overall record sales topped 20 million and are still rising 

today. They also toured the US supporting Britney Spears. Faye recently toured the 
UK to much acclaim in Andrew Lloyd-Webber’s Tell me on a Sunday.
