The central character of the Bull McCabe is one of the most famous characters in modern Irish stage writing. The play was first produced in 1965 by Dublin’s Gemini Productions with the late Ray McNally as ‘The Bull’. It was subsequently produced in the Cork Opera House by the Theatre of the South Company with the late James N. Healy in the role of ‘The Bull’. It’s first production in the Abbey Theatre was in 1987 with Niall Tobin playing ‘The Bull.’ It was filmed in 1990 with Richard Harris (The Bull), John Hurt (Bird O’Donnell), Brenda Fricker and Sean Bean. Today, more than forty years after it was written, this grim tale of deep-rooted stubbornness continues to enthral theatre audiences.
