To mark the centenary of the birth of Cork Sculptor and Stone Carver Seamus Murphy, the Everyman Palace Theatre presents a new stage adaptation of his book, STONE MAD, written by Johnny Hanrahan and directed by Pat Kiernan.
STONE MAD was published in 1950. It is a vivid account of his memories of the 'stonies' or stonemasons, with whom Seamus Murphy had travelled and worked for many years on the construction of churches around Ireland. It’s an affectionate and profoundly perceptive evocation of early 20th century Cork, illuminated through the sculptor and stone carver’s memories.

STONE MAD is part of a series of celebratory events that will take place from April to September in 2007. This new theatrical adaptation of Seamus Murphy’s work is accompanied by an exhibition of Murphy’s work in the Crawford Gallery and a major publication on the artist edited by Peter Murray. 

Cllr Mairin Quill, Chairperson for the Seamus Murphy Centenary Season said, ‘ it is only appropriate that the schedule of events will kick off with a new production of Stone Mad at the Everyman Palace Theatre in April.. it is a great opportunity to bring the work to a new generation.’

STONE MAD has been adapted by Johnny Hanrahan, artistic director of Meridian Theatre Company, is directed by Pat Kiernan, artistic director of Corcadorca, and is produced by Pat Talbot, artistic director of the Everyman Palace Theatre. STONE MAD represents the first time that all three artistic directors will work together on a production.
STONE MAD is presented as part of the Remembering Seamus Murphy Sculptor Centenary celebrations, supported by Cork City Council and O'Flynn Construction.
